4.1. CHASSIS ASSEMBLY

Liff the handle to open and unfold the stroller.

Align the frame locks
with the frame fube on either side
and press down until secure.

4.2 WHEEL ASSEMBLY

Remove the axle protector
from the axle wheel pins.

Push the wheel (B) onto the axle pin.
Secure the wheel in place using a wheel clip (C).
Finally attach the wheel cover (D)

4.3. CANOPY ASSEMBLY

Thread the canopy (E) connectors
through the holes located on the
body fo fix on the handle.
Ensure the runners are level to
the rivet cap.

4.4. APRON

Attach the apron around the
top frame of the body.

5.1. HANDLEBAR ADJUSTMENT

Adjust the height of the handle by
pressing the handlebar height
adjustment buttons located on

either sides of the handlebar.

At the same time adjust the handle up
or down. Release buttons af your
desired position. The handlebar will
“click” into place.

6.1 FOLDING CHASSIS

Release the safety locks affer the frame
locks.

Then pull up the frame locks
on either side to release the frame.

Push the handlebar forward and
down to close the frame.
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7. Care and Maintenance

7.1. CLEANING

* Spot or sponge clean fabrics with mild detergent. Use mild soap or upholstery
shampoo. NEVER use bleach. Dry in shade thoroughly before reuse and avoid
direct heat and sunlight. Do not iron. Do not dry clean.

* If parts become stiff or difficult to operate, ensure dirt is not the cause, then fry a
light application of a silicon lubricant, ensuring it penetrates between the
components. Regular lubrication of moving parts will extend the life of your
product and make opening and folding easier.

¢ After exposure to damp conditions, dry off with a soft cloth and leave fully open in
a warm environment. Storing damp will encourage mildew to form.

e Store in a dry place.

¢ Do not leave in sunlight for prolonged periods as some fabrics may fade.
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
